LUSCOMBE TOUR MAY 29th / 30th 2010

The tour will commence from Croft Farm on Saturday, May 29th at 09:30. For those who are not familiar from previous years, this strip is located between Worcester and Gloucester.

Detailed routings will be suggested nearer the event as it is our intention, as in previous years, to fly each leg in small groups, for co-ordination and safety reasons. Notwithstanding this, individual pilots are still recommended to do their own navigation planning as a backup,

Martin Waters has kindly agreed to act as Safety Officer for the tour and will provide more specific route information to be published nearer the event. As in previous years, it will also be the intention to provide briefings before the start of each leg.

Friday May 28th
Those who wish may arrive at Croft Farm on the Friday to overnight in readiness for the Saturday morning.

Saturday May 29th
Croft Farm ETD will need to be early, at 09:30. We will route just to the west of Wolverhampton airfield and then skirt round the north of the Birmingham zone to land for coffee and fuel as required at Tatenhill, ETA 10:30. Landing fee is reduced to £6 and fuel will be available.

For those coming from afar who may struggle with 09:30 start from Croft, we suggest you join us at Tatenhill.

Tatenhill ETD is 11:30. We plan a route north-west of both Derby and Hucknall before heading almost due east to pass between the Waddington and Cranwell ATZs to land at East Kirkby, beneath the Coningsby stub, ETA 12:40.

East Kirkby is the home of ‘Just Jane’ the privately owned Avro Lancaster that is kept serviceable for ground runs that take place on selected Wednesdays throughout the year. A museum dedicated to Bomber Command stations in Lincolnshire during WW11 is housed in the hangar, and there is a great deal for any aviation enthusiast to see. There is a café available for lunches and snacks. A guided tour on-board the Lancaster can be arranged. This takes about half an hour and costs an extra £25. The landing fee is £10 and entrance to the museum is reduced to £6. There is no fuel available. We expect that this visit will take in the region of three hours.

East Kirkby ETD is 15:30 at the latest. We route south via Stickney and then direct to Saltby, which is just to the north of Cottesmore, ETA 16:10. Saltby is one of three gliding sites that we plan to visit during this year’s tour, each of which will give us somewhere new to visit and all have decent length strips/runways.
Saltby welcome contributions instead of landing fees. Fuel is available by prior request..

Saltby ETD is 17:00 and routing is direct to Sywell, for overnight - ETA 17:40.

Sunday May 30th
Sywell ETD is 10:30. We route north-west to Husbands Bosworth, ETA 10:55.

Landing fee is £7.50. Fuel is available by prior request. There is a café in the club.

Husbands Bosworth ETD is 11:55. Routing is to the south-west, passing north of Wellesbourne to Bidford,

ETA 12:40. Landing fee £6 and fuel is available. There is a café on site for lunch..

Bidford ETD is 14:15. We route direct to Ledbury passing over Croft Farm en-route, ETA 14:45.

(Caution wake turbulence from the hordes of Luscombes that departed from here yesterday !!)

Landing fee is by contribution. There is no fuel available but we hope for a cuppa, if that can be arranged. 

Ledbury ETD is 15:45. We route north-west direct to Shobdon, ETA 16:15.

Landing fee £5. Fuel is available, with a café on site.

Shobdon departure will be at your leisure, at the end of what will hopefully have been a rewarding tour.
